I have learnt a lot about the computer and I use these skills in my work for the link. 
The standard of living in Sierra Leone is now very and the rate of unemployment is on the increase. Life really seems to be hard, but I am coping with my family. My children go to school so that they could make the best of their future. In my village, I do gardening to sustain my family at present as I have not got a paid job. This also makes life more hectic. 
Presently I am doing nothing. I have sat my final exams at college and our results are yet to be published as there was a strike that hindered the whole process. As a way of developing myself, I would like to further my studies in a different environment with a renowned college, that is to say a scholarship to study abroad on Human Resource and Personnel Management if I had the means. Studying more will add to my capacity which I will also use to develop my community. Life is really not easy with me and my family but we’re coping to survive until we make it one day.
